ii) Denbow Project: Possibility of using external funding to cover much of the cost of this project.  This project came to us last year but was too late in the year to complete once discussion were done and decisions were made.  Need a decision to support this project in principal.

iii) Composters: advertised for sale for $35. Will be delivered around the CD on various dates.  We are trying to spread them out throughout the CD more evenly this year. It was suggested to have them at the Souris Fair.

iv) Perkins Dam:  no work done yet this year.  I hope to work on this while we wait for DFO info. We will begin the permitting and engineering process as soon as we are able timewise.
v) Open House in Carroll:   What is the plan here? There is an old plan ; to drain wetlands to the south & the bridge is scheduled to be replaced (application submitted). Barb will discuss with Jackie Dixon of MWS.
vi) Plum Creek Riffles: no funding allocated. What do you want to do?  It needs to be scheduled for July or later if we go ahead.  Water levels also need to be lower.
