-Dugout used for irrigation is a big risk with fuel tanks right beside the exposed water table and the sandy soil above the aquifer.

-Development –no infrastructure and lack of trees, Chater has erosion on the creek

-Keller- AWS possibility rather than livestock watering directly out of the dugout

-Little Souris SD-Shilo Lagoon, possible future constructed wetland

i) cover crop trials –most plots seeded, signage, soil samples and moisture tests next step Summer Student (Michael Kolt) is working on this project

iv) Glenboro Well Inventory- 300+ wells to inventory, Working with various government agencies to determine what the best and most suitable tests are to cover. No 37 PNF (a full range (trace metals) @ $100/test; test being done in rural areas of CD, but not in Glenboro, some nitrate/nitrite (public areas by Office of Drinking Water and wells we have well logs for; these are non sand point wells), Bacteria tests will be done on all wells participating voluntarily in the Well Inventory.  Groundwater expects a significant number will test positive for coli form simply because we will be dealing with shallow sandpoint wells; easily contaminated.

Loren raised the issue of monitoring wells at gas stations- What is the cost of testing for Hydrocarbons?
