5. Chairperson – Remarks : a committee has been formed to address the request from City of Brandon to join Assiniboine Hills Conservation District.  This committee has a meeting planned for Fri Sept 3. to discuss the expectations of both parties. 
6. Manager Remarks: Completion of the Glenboro well inventory with the students working for 21/2 weeks going door to door.  About 90% of the residences in the village were covered and testing for bacteria was offered. Data is yet to be reviewed.  2 of the 3 comprehensive water tests have been completed with data available at a later date.  The province tested 3 semi public sites for nitrates; they are reported to be very low levels.  At this time the Environment Dept. is dealing with 1 well contaminated with petroleum products. Some discussion has come up on the removal of abandon Sandpoint wells.  It was decided that a newspaper article will be written to summarize the Well Inventory in Glenboro and cover treatments & maintenance of wells.  There may be a need to hire on contract someone to help with shock chlorination and well capping if the number of submitted applications is too great for current staff to handle.
