iv) Well Inventory- 2-3 weeks slated for inventory, Have been asked by the Groundwater branch to do 30, 37 PNF (a full range (trace metals) @ $100/test) in rural areas of CD, but not in Glenboro, so this will be carried out in Lower Souris and Little Souris. Bacteria & Nitrate/Nitrite tests will be done on all wells participating voluntarily in the Well Inventory.  

v) Thunderbird Horse Centre-McLeod has the survey results and will contact us if wants our assistance, he was informed that all works should be licensed.

vi) Nutrient Management Through Livestock Management – none of the four producers are going to participate in the project; external funding: $23,000 has be approved to next level, no word on second funding source that was reapplied for in April 2010. I am in the process of working with another local producer in Little Souris SD to participate.
