Intermeeting Report




June 2010

1. Financial Reports 

a. Auditors were in the office Monday and Tuesday May 30 & June 1, report to the Province in early July

b. New budget format in being put in place; Margaret has been on a few training days and nearly has our old budget format changed over to the new one.

c. No financial statements are available at this time; June 25 is our deadline for first quarter report so if you would like a copy please let us know.

2. Manager Updates 

a. Projects

i) Cocktail Mix Cover Crop Trial- CD Project in Epinette/Willow, Lower Souris, Oak Creek and Little Souris; 9 producers taking part, most of the seeding is done.  Michael, our summer student is working on this project.

ii) Composters: CD wide project; 150 garden composters purchase to sell for $35 around the district. Michael is working on this project. Composters will are delivered around the CD on various dates.  We are trying to spread them out throughout the CD more evenly this year.

iii) Off Site Watering Study- started up again June 2.  GPS collars on cows, weighed and body condition scored.  Study is in its final year and will wrap up the field portion in Aug then the data will need to be reviewed and reported on.  A field day/ tour is being planned for Aug. 4

iv) Hendrickson’s Riffles:  Preliminary surveying is compete, see Devon’s Report (to later this week)
v) Oak Creek Survey:  Devon has completed the last crossing survey and sent results to the Engineers in Winnipeg.
vi) Community Well Assessment:  Rejean from the Pembina Go office has received  funding to assess community wells for water quality (non potable) and create a report for the public. He did this project 5 years ago and is repeating it to look for any changes.  CD has partnered with a cash commitment of $500. If funding allows the assessment will cover all wells in the CD, or just in the municipalities within the Pembina Go Area if funding is limited.
vii) Water Festival: date set for September 22 in Victoria Park, Souris
viii) DU Cleanout: in further discussion with DU Staff it seems the cleanout may cause more problems with L/O than it is worth. MB Highways is lined up to cleanout the culvert just south of the 4 corners junction.  This should increase flow as the culvert is half full of sediment.  The other area of concern is downstream of the DU project, Leo Andres, where surveying and possible cleanout could reduce the need for a gate on the municipal culvert.
b. Programs – application update & changes - 1 Beaver Management; 11 Molehill Leveller – completed; 1 Shock Chlorination – completed; 1 Water Supply Development – all paper work is complete, recommendation: that it be approved;  5 well capping
