7. Manager Remarks  - 
a. Project update

i) Ninette Boil Water Advisory:  After meeting with Glen Robertson, Drinking Water Officer and reviewing the original Assessment Report from 2001 we now have a much clearer picture of what needs to be completed in order for testing to be done.  .
ii) Sunnyside Gully Erosion: Met with the Senior Eng. Ken Rakhra to view the site and bring in the newly hired Eng., (Abu) and to access the flow and culverts in the area. We also did a site visit to the Pembina Valley CD project of similar type at Swan Lake area.  Ken has been in contact with Highways and requested information, and they will begin working on analyzing the flows.  If they require more information they will ask Devon to survey in the areas needed.
   PR IWMP Riparian Project: discussed the project with 2 landowners for a total of 2 sections to be fenced and off site watering systems installed. They are prepared to do all the fencing in kind but prefer not to have to put cash into the project.  The original set up was 80:20 split CD:L/O with the L/O portion consisting of 10% cash to a max of $2000 and 10% in-kind. 
iii) Cow Point crossing: this is a project done 2 years ago with the intention of finishing up with some trial erosion control last year. This was not completed and since the recent rains needed attention. Devon worked with the landowner and RM of Strathcona to provide the erosion control.

iv) Holweger Erosion/Off site watering: I met with the Landowner (L/O) and viewed the sites.  The erosion is in a very difficult spot and would be very costly to implement erosion control. Mostly a case of having to due annual maintenance to fence to reduce cattle escaping.  As for the offsite watering it is a similar situation; costly for the benefit. Cattle are likely only watering in one or two small areas along the lake for a short period of time.  This is a very rocky area that is likely to limit the amount of time they gather in the lake & the immediate shoreline.  An AWS would be expensive and difficult to manage in this area.  The L/O is interested in working with us to install small dams upstream.

v) Cocktail Mix Cover Crop Trial- CD Project in Epinette/Willow, Lower Souris, Oak Creek and Little Souris; 9 producers taking part, most of the seeding is done.  Michael, our summer student is working on this project.

vi) Composters: CD wide project; 150 garden composters purchase to sell for $35 around the district. Michael is working on this project. Composters will be delivered around the CD on various dates.  We are trying to spread them out throughout the CD more evenly this year.

vii) Pelican & Rock Lake Cottage Owners Information Package – have a summer student work on gathering available information brochures to create a package to education cottage owners. The objective would be to provide education “everybody can do their part toward improved water quality”. Cost would be minimal (purchasing “folders” to hold the information; less than $500) and would get our name out there.
viii) Off Site Watering Study- started up again June 2.  GPS collars on cows, weighed and body condition scored.  Study is in its final year and will wrap up the field portion in Aug then the data will need to be reviewed and reported on.  A field day/ tour is being planned for Aug. 4

ix)  Community Well Assessment:  Rejean from the Pembina Go office has received funding to assess community wells for water quality (non potable) and create a report for the public. He did this project 5 years ago and is repeating it to look for any changes.  CD has partnered with a cash commitment of $500. If funding allows the assessment will cover all wells in the CD, or just in the municipalities within the Pembina Go Area if funding is limited.
x) Water Festival: date set for September 22 in Victoria Park, Souris
xi) HappyLand Shoreline Erosion; $2500 in Rock on order and plans to work with the RM to complete length of shoreline in line with funding available.
xii) Strathcona Park Shoreline Erosion-finish off project from last year and carry on along the shoreline with remaining funds.

Doug has applied through Environmental Farm Action Plan (April 1) and would like the SD to consider assisting in the project in partnership with PVCD.(2 quarters is AHCD & 2 in PVCD). If external funding is available, work with that otherwise relook at the application later this fall.
c. Terry Fox Park Erosion – erosion upstream and poor flow downstream of the culvert causes problems (scouring and flooding) in spring runoff and heavy rain events.  The Terry Fox Park Committee is requesting help through the MWS (Manitoba Water Stewardship) engineers for recommendations.  Ken and Abu have already viewed the area. Does the SD support this project (technical advice only)? * motion to  ask Ken Rakhra’s assistance.

d. Projects for 2011/2012: start thinking of project goals for next year; budget presentations in October.
